Telecon with Mr, Patrick Coyne Regarding the USS LIBERTY

l. This morning I received a telephone call from Mr, Coyne
at 0925, I was in conference and returned his call at 1115,

2. Mr. Coyne stated that he had received a report from the
Pentagon that NSA had received additional SIGINT bearing on the USS
LIBERTY incident. I informed him that I was not aware of any additional
SIGINT bearing on the incident but that I would check and call him back.
He also asked if NSA had received the intercept materials that were
aboard the USS LIBERTY and, if so, had we processed them. I told
him that I would check this alsc and call him back,

3. 1Icalled G605 and ascertained that?

a. No SIGINT bearing on the USS LIBERTY has been reported
since 13 June--the date on which we briefed Mr. Coyne,

b. Four tapes were received by G6 this morning from the
USS LIBERTY with a date of intercept of 8 June. An initial scan had
revealed nothing bearing on the LIBERTY incident, The tapes would
be transcribed in detail.
