5. Although Soviet cargo shlpuwents Lo Cuba Uhus far dln October con-
tinue at a rate considerably above what had been considered normal vprior to
the third (calendar) quarter 1962, there has been a slight decrease since the
end of the first week of September. Lately, there have been occasions when
Soviet ships have actually declared for Cuba-and international commercisl
traffic has periodically provided informatlon of cargoes for Cuba bLeilng
loaded in the Soviet Union. However, the vast majority of ships involved in
Soviet/Cuban trade continue to screen thelr actlvities by either utilizing
false cargo and port declarations or by simply not issulng declarations of any
kind. Those cargoes, known to have been delivered t0 Cuban ports in late
September and early October, have been primarily of a technical/military
nature.

6. There have been 1Up Soviet dry cargo voyages to Cuba since 1 July

1962, These voyages represent a total of 998, k11 gross tons.
