Noting in the current Saturday Evening Post the GE advertisement ~or 
elect.ric ble.nkets, I am reminded that I have wanted for some days now to 
Wl"ite you, to complain about the extremely unsatisfactory service we have 
had lately f'rom GE blankets. 

When these u.sef'uJ. articles firat ca.me upon the market, we vere among 
the early purchasers o:f two GE blankets--that was back in J.945 or 1946. 
They gave excellent service for at least half' a. dozen years. When de!'ects 
appeared, in 1952, we took them. to the local. GE Appliance Service Center 
where we were advised to turn them. in for new ones. We followed this 
advice, a.t a considerable coat, of course, and got new ones. Within a 
!'ev months, these vent bad, but since the 1-year guarantee had not yet. 
expired, they were replaced without coat to us. One of these is still. 
in service bUt the other one is inoperative (I checked the controller and 
it is in good. order). Upon consul.ting the local GE Appliance Reptir 
Center, I was told that tba.t center no longer handles Jobs of this sort 
and I was reterred to a local. firm named. Leppert. This outfit stated 
that there was nothing they could do except replace the blanket at our 
expense, of course. 

It seems to me that the vecy :t'irst GE blankets and their controllers 
were much better than your newer mod.els, and tba.t GE research and devel.op­
l:Qent ha.s operated largely to ''im.prove 11 things to their ruination. M:>re­
over, an article of euch simplicity and relatively high cost a.s an electric 
blanket ahould not have to be thrown away after one of two years' use-.. 
why ahould it be impossible to repair them? To PJ.Y' over f25 each year for 
an electric blanket is certainly unwarranted and if' GE policy from now 
on is goil'.16 to require ouch an &nnua.l expenditure, -we &ball certainly 
stop using GE blankets altogether.

~nter.. I would be glad to have any co1~nts you care to make on my 
complaint. If I do not hear f'rom you soon it will be a oignal for :ioo to 
p.ircha.se some blankets, other than GE herea.t'ter--and tell all my :f":d.end.s.
