H.B. ll52 as adequate in light of the inf'ormtion contained in Mr. Friedman's 
proposed letter to Mr. Reed and, if not, what sum you believe would be ade­
quate. 

4. The above inf'orDBtion is desired in connection vi th consideration 
ot the inquir;y contained in paragraph 5 of your above-mentioned letter to 
the Secreta.ey of the Army.
