Pleue eend me a memonmd.um expl&ini:ag frankly and 
fully exactly what your .idea ia or Colonel Fabyan'a auapiciona 
conceniing Colonel .llauborgne'a motives. 

In eighteen years• aer-rice 1n the Army, ! have uever 
yet coma acroH a genuine case in which an oft'icer,who n.a in 
an7 way rapreaentatin of the Regular Army, baa permitted 
hil!l8elf to be influenced by the ulterior motives assigned ta 
Colonel lla.uborgne by Colonel 1a'byan. Colonel llaubargne'a frank 
manner 1n diacuaaing the-matter with me give~ me an additional 
rAason for belieTing that the suspicion ia entirely unjustified; 
but I should like to have you thrOY a little light on it. 

I do not think it adviaable to have Colonel Mauborgne 
learn through us that Colonel Fabyan feels thia way, but I do 
thi."lk it very eaaential that ill feeling and auapicion be 
remand. 

I enclose a draft which you prepared concerning t.~e 
general question of publication, and also copy ot my latter to 
Colonel J'abyan on the same subject.

credit for work done by the Servioe. a position that both ot us wish 
to avoid. 

~s opens up the entire subject of publica­
tion a.nd distribution which I feel should be settled. The Military 
Intelligence Division will continue to remain silent about codes and 
ciphers. we ma:y loose some pubhci tn bJl our silence, but I am 
concerned with results only. 

But I do not want you to feel boand to our 
policy. I shall offer no objection to Riverballk publications even 
though we remain silent; 1n fact~ now that oondi tions have changed I 
wish to withdraw mJ" objection to the distribution of the Riverbank 
publioatious held during the war.' 

!!he disposition of these and tu:ture publica-
tions should be ma.de by Riverbank rather than MID, for 
we oannot r tuse :publish and consent to distribute an'! maintain a 
consistant policy. 

I have a report from :il48.jor J'ardley that your 
latest exposition on the A T & T is highly interesting, but that he 
has not been able to reach a joint conclusion with the.Signal Corps. •
