2. In one of the patents to Damm cited by the Examiner, 
there is an obvious-error in referring to the year 1927, since the 
patent in question is a 1922 patent. In the 1925 patent the elements 
mentioned by the Examiner will be found in Figs. 2 and 3, while in 
the 1922 patent the elements he mentions will be found in l!'ig. 4.
