2. We should go on recard wath the Navy in stating thab one 500~
man barracks will be made avallable for occupancy by their enlasted
men, Unfortunately, we cannot at this time make the same commitment
with regard to enlisted women. If we cannot get the additicnal barracks,
present plans contemplate assigning one 500-man barracks to each of the
Army, Navy and Air Force Detachments, and the 250-man barracks to the
Marine Detachment. In this case, the women would have to be housed else~
where on the Posts If we have sufficient funds to build ancther 250-
man barracks separate and apart from the other buildings and the number
of enlisted women warrant assignment of a 250-man building to them, 1t can
be done. If, however, we have only sufficient funds to complete another
250-man wing on the existing half barracks, the housing of enlisted
women will st1ll have to be done elsewhere on the Post,.
