We knew about his close friepdly relations with the captain
of the ship “STALINABAD," BABIEVSKIJ, who was also apparently koown to
him am our probaticpsar. In & cooversation about his treachery BABIEVEELJ
began to "explain” the motives vhich had driven CERGELEVICh to thia step,
vhich sounded almost like a justification of this sction, which provoked,
in the words of BABIEVEKIJS, an unfortunate established personal tie. The
former captain of the "ShchORS," KIWDLAJ (now an employee of the Purchasing
Commission in SEATTLE) vas on 0o less friendly relations with GERGELEVICh.
GERGELEVICh stopped at his apartment in MOSCON in 1942. KIDLAJ is not emumerated
on the lists of the ageotura. From the cadre workers vho are here
GEFELEVICh well knows the meeting places (I questionsd him
