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IN A MESSAGE DATED lfSf CLDCAL, f3ffZ> 17 APRIL 1975, AN ENTITY AT THE KC 
NORTHERN REGION PARTY COMMITTEE STATED THAT THE KC FORCES MUST LINK UP IN THE 
VARIOUS PROVINCES IMMEDIATELY. IF THE ENEMY FORCES DO·NOT SURRENDER, THE KC 
WILL CONTINUE TO ENCOURAGE STRONG ATTACKS. CONCERNING THE SITUATION IN PHNOM 
PENH, THE ORIGINATOR STATED THAT THE FOREIGNERS, INCLUDING THE AMERICANS, 
SHOULD BE ASSEMBLED AND KEPT IN ONE LOCATION; THE JAPANESE ARE TO BE 
SAFEGUARDED. THE KC INDICATED THAT THE RESOURCES IN PHNOM PENH ARE TO BE 
PROTECTED AND-P-ERSONNEL CARRYING OUT DESTRUCTION SHOULD BE CONSIDERED
