Chinese Ho Troops In Northern Thailand

Thai police reporced on 17 November that a company of
Chinese Ho troops was operating from Ban Nong Ha, PB 6052
(19-27N 100-31E), in northern Thailand. The company is equipped
with two radios and light infantry weapons, including twe mortars.
This information was reportvedly obtained from police interrogation
of two Chinese Ho trocps who were traveling among the hill tribes
selling goods and giving medical injections.
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
