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- Note; Boxer was a two-ship flight fragged against an 
interdiction point (l730N 10543E) in Laos. Boxer 22 was hit and 
went into v~olcnL ~itching motions and the crew bailed out. Two 
good chutes were 0bserved and ,~,rial voice contact was 
established W' th both ere·· men. The two crewmen larnded on 
opposite sidr o• -~ - er. An intensive SAR effort ensued, which 
lasted 3 dave. The two ~rewrnen could not be rescued the same day 
as the shoe• own due to ~eavy hostile fire directed at the SAR 
forces. Contact with th•; pilot was lost the next day during the 
t.uneframe in whirh which voices, small arms fire, and a scream 
were heard. One p~rarescuernan was killed and several others 
wounded during the 336 sorties flown in support of SAR ops for 
this crew. Five A-l's were heavily damaged and 10 SAR 
helicopters were damaged, five beyond repair and never flew 
again. On the third day following the shootdown, and after 
almost 50 hours on the ground, the backseater was rescued.
