A statement in the report imPlied that the proposed Senior 

Civilian TeChnical Director have under his cognizance research, development, 

ani operations. Upon being questioned about this :matter, I stated that it 

was my opinion that the :members of SCAG intended the Technical Director to be 

responsible for research and development only. This was concurred in by 1-tr • 
.ye, 

Speakman. ~Iembers of the SCAG cornJI1ittee hap- expressed themselves on various 

occasions that the large scale operations of AFSA should remain unier military 

control. In onier that there be no doubt aoout this point, I would appreciate 

an expression from you moncerning it. 

The other matter which AFSA questioned -was the statement concerning the 

solution of the main problem. Most AFSA personnel feel that the statement in the 

report was overly optimistic. ~I think therefore that an indiVidual expressio~ {;V\11

In establishing the proposed Office of Research, it l·10uld also be useful 

to AFSA to have an indication from SCAG members of the technical nature of 

research programs which AFSA should sponsor or undertake.
