Other information discovered during this review includes several items 
dealing with unconsummated proposals to involve .the Marshall Library 
and NSA in some sort of historical publishing operation. This was 
apparently an idea on the part of Ed Fishel to overcome the shorta.ge of 
personnel assigned to the Agency's historical program and to use an 
unclassified historical publications effort to enhance public under-

Other contacts include an effort on the part of Bob Farley to 
gain ac·cess to inteviews between Marshall Library per~onnel and Carter 
Clarke, an indirect contact that came to nothing •. Also, ._1 __ ~-=-------=~---' 
a COMSEC intern assigned to the history staff in.l979, spent three days 
in Lexin.gton doing research in. the Friedman papers. 

By way of information, I was able/to acq'l.!ire a memorandum on the 
NSA effort to catalog Mr. Friedman'sc.ollection, but nothing on the 
origin of his office's contact with the Ma.rshall Library. As indicated 
by Mr.· F-riedman to Boris Hagelin, the de.c.ision to give the collection to 
the Marshall Foundation was made in 1966. The earliest indication I 
can find on contact between this staff and the staff of the Harshall 
Library is the January/197r' visit/of Alfred Hesse and Vince Wilson to 
Lexington. 

·In summary, the only item of significance I would add to the 
report to r-1 ___,...;....~::...,_-------=.lis the diary correspondence. As for the 
I lreport and.Bob Farley's contact, I would describe the 
significance as minimal, as both involve NSA's use of the Library's 
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facilities and collections, not an inquiry into security procedures; 
the status of the Friedman collection, or anything else that would 
suggest the making or review of arrangements between the Marshall 
Foundation and NSA. 
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
