Ambssssdor WINANT(ii] informed the "BANK"[iii] thet, according_to
informction from the hoting [2 groups unrecovered] RIFKA [iv], BENES(v]
wrs srtisfied with his trip to MOSCOW -nd with the attitude to the
Europesn question expressed by the Soviet government. HRIFKA told the
First Secretery of the COUNTRY [STRANA](vi] SCHOENFELD[vii] that BENES,
in 2 conversation with MIKOLAJCZYK[viii], ststed: The USSR is not
cgrinst the renewrl of relations with FOLAND, does not want a Communist
POLAND and does not demand the 19%1 boundrries. It does want the
recognition of the CURZON line with some -mendments (the Foles will have
the area of BELOSTOK, the -res near LOMZA and erstern GALICIA including
PRZEMYEL. The USSR insists on keeping in its own hands LVOV [3 groups
unrecoversd] hand-over to POLAND of territory in the west right up to
the ODER if the ISLAND [OSTROV][ix], the COUNTRY and CZECHOSLOVAKIA
[6 groups unrecovered] the USSR demands changes in the composition of
the Polish Cebinet and the removel of SOSNKOWSKI(x]; considers
