We are giving
some answers of the Minister to the Journalist's questions:_ -

a) Possibility of war betwesn Jppan and the U.S5.8.R.: According
to information of the Chinese intelligence service|RAZVEDKA] Japan is
holding large forces in north-sast China and is carrying out intensified
preparation for offensive operations. However the U.5.5.R. has completed
the preparation of countermeasures and if Japan attacks she will suffer
heavy losses.

b) Whether an attack by Japan in the direction of India is possible:
There is little likelihood because the Japanese army is widely dispersed.

¢) Whether it is possible for the Allies to conduct operations
gimul taneously againet Germany and Japan: The Allies first have to destroy
Japan(d]; if Japan is permitted to attack the U.5.5.R. and to use her
resources in the South Pacific, the Allies will be in an unfavorable position.

d) About the production of weapons in China: China is in a position
to supply her ammy for a counter-attack with her own weapons but she needs
aircraft and heavy guns.
